Tourmnament is open to all USBC certified male members. Any man who wishes lo parlicipate and "vho does not
have a current USBC membership may purchase an associate membership card for $21.00. Out of country
participants must pay a participation fee of $5.00.

Reserved entries close at midnight May 29, 2009 and must be postmarked no later than May 30, 2309. Entries
clase 1 hour before squad time unless the squad is full. Bowlers may enter All Events at any time rior to the

start of their first series.

Entering average precedence: (A) Highest 2007-2008 winter book average. (B) Highest 2008 summer book
average. (C) Highest average as of May 1, 2008 of 21 or more games. (D) A bowler who does rot have an
average in accordance with A, B or C above must use a scralch average of 220 (Rule 319b). Bowders must use
their highest inter-association average. Rule 319-a-2 will apply. Rule 319-a-3 will apply. Rule 319-e & 319-d
are waived. Tournament management reserves the right to correct any averages and adjust final tburnament
standings accordingly. Bowlers who have established a qualifying average in a sport or sport concition league,
whether certified as sport or not, must use an adjusted average based on the qualifying sport or sport condition
average {fallure to comply will result in disgualification). HANDICAP: 90% of 220 FOR SINGLES,440 FOR
DOUBLES/1100 FOR TEAM. NOM LOCAL ENTRANTS: Averages MUST be verified by local association

manager or ent ill be returned.

Prize money paid into each event will be returned 100% to the winners in that event. Prize ratio; stleast1in6
including all events, handicap and scratch. Mulliple scralch winners will receive only one award. Team, Doubles
and Singles entry fee of $22.00 per event is divided as follows: prize fund $12.00 per event; expenses $10.00 per
event. All Events are $6.00 for handicap and $6.00 for scratch. (Rule 309)

If a bowier participates in either doubles or singles, they must participate in both. A bowler may cash only once in
Singles and only once with the same Doubles partner. Not more than 3 players on a team may cash together (Rule
315). THE FIRST SCORES FOR EACH EVENT WILL BE USED FOR ALL EVENTS.

NO MORE THAN 2 PROFESSIONAL BOWLERS ON A TEAM. ONLY 1 PROFESSIONAL BOWLER PER
DOUBLES PAIR. (Defined as current member of PBA or Senior PBA.)

Entries will be scheduled ON A FIRST COME FIRST SERVED BASIS. Toumament Management may make
changes in scheduling if necessary. Rule 314 will apply. Tournament Management will assign lanes. Lineup
shall be the same as shown on the entry form.

Any protest affecting eligibility or general playing rules must be confirmed in writing to Tournament.
Management within 72 hours after the tourmament closes. Errors in scoring must be reported o Teurnament
Management within 24 hours of completion of bowling. All decisions of Tournament Management are final
urless an appeal is made in accordance wilh Rule 329,
